CARA and her team met many times during the planning of Pride month events to prepare for interactions just like this one. CARA responds: 
CARA: 
I understand wanting to protect your children from things you think they may not be ready for. We try our best to serve all members of the community and to provide access to a diverse range of materials and perspectives. The Pride Month programs are intended to celebrate the contributions and experiences of LGBTQ+ people and give folks the opportunity to engage with folks they may not get a chance to engage with on a regular basis.
LINDA: 
I get that, but aren’t there other ways to expose kids to LGBTQ people? Why can’t you all just do a normal story time and read a book with Gay characters? 
CARA: 
We do try to include a range of text during our normal story hour but felt this would be a great opportunity to partner with a local non-profit. 
LINDA: 
Well do you at least provide an alternative for parents that don’t want their children exposed to this stuff. This is the only time that I can bring my kids into the library because I work all week, and this is just so unfair.
